- You must register in order to borrow items.

Once you have
registered, you will be issued with a library
card.

Returning

- Please return items to the counter or to a
book return box.

- Book return boxes are located next to the
front entrance of the library and to the west
of the prefectural office (North Building). You
can use these at any time, including days
when the library is closed.

- Please return the following items directly to
the counter: easily damaged items
(audiovisual materials, kamishibai books, large
picture books) and books borrowed from other
libraries.

- If items are lost, soiled, or damaged, you
may be required to pay for them.

Item search and reservation

search terminals.

Materials are also kept in the stacks in
addition to the reading room. If you want to
use materials from the stacks, please ask at
the counter.
